Stonehenge Cup 2006

Preparations for this are well under way. Those intending to take part, who have never flown in the event before, please note that an FAI licence is required. These are obtainable from the BMFA office price £10. The intended ‘extra’ Vintage and Classic events have now been withdrawn due to a large number of other Vintage meetings close to this date (see ‘calendar’ below).  

Calendar

There are a number of small changes to this – the deletion of the Vintage and Classic events from the “Stonehenge Cup” meeting and the correction to the omission of ‘Trophies’ from the first Team Selection meeting. Nationals

Organisation of the 2006 is now well advanced – an entry form will appear in the next issue of BMFA news (there should also be one enclosed if you’re reading this in FFN).

This year as well as the BMFA classes, International classes and Bowden precision event there will be a ‘Combined Classic’ class event on Monday the 29th. The event is being included (and also at the ‘East Anglian Summer Vintage and Classic Meeting’, where there will be separate Glider, Rubber and Power events) as part of an evaluation process with a view to adding the class/s to the BMFA FF rule book in 2007.  

There will also be in addition to the previously included ‘extra’ British Power and Vintage Wakefield class events a number of ‘low key’ events. These will be: 25” Vintage Rubber (Sat 27th), Scramble and Kit Rubber Scale Duration (Mon 29th). Also last year’s Junior “Vol-au-Vent” glider event proved a great hit and will be run again this year on Sunday the 28th but with the added extra of a ‘Senior’s’ class as well. All these extra and low key events are for field entry; the ‘Classic’ event must be pre-entered on the standard entry form. Please note that neither the ‘Classic’, ‘extra’, ‘low key’ or “Vol-au-Vent” events qualify for Senior Championship points.  

The aim of all this is to provide opportunities for the casual and sport flier to take an active but relaxed part in what is now the biggest Free Flight event in Europe.

Nationals 2006 Rules  for Low key events

Other than where specified below the events will be flown to BMFA rules

25" Rubber Duration

· Pre 1951 vintage designs (Eligibility and minor modifications to rule 3.18 ).

· Maximum wing span 25".

· 8" maximum diameter freewheeling propeller, regardless of what is shown on the plan.

· Two wheel undercarriage with separate legs, as shown on plan.

· 3 flights, maximum to be decided on the day, plus unlimited fly-off.

Scramble

· Maximum total time in pre-announced 30 minute time slot.

· Maximum each flight 60 seconds, minimum 20 seconds.

· All free flight models eligible other than HLG and CLG.

· One model per flyer.

· All launches from same spot alongside timekeeper on nominated line.

· Flyer to retrieve own model.

Kit Scale Rubber Duration

Eligible models :

 

Keil Kraft Junior Flying Scale, Veron Tru-Flite designs and

Wingleader kits  (Hurricane, Me 109, Spitfire, Tempest, Mustang, Corsair).

· 6" maximum diameter freewheeling propeller.

· Dimensions and wood sizes as plan (no fat noses or tails).

· Rear peg in position shown.

· Detachable noseblock permitted.

· Tissue and dope finish (i.e. no Mylar or other plastic film).

· Spitfire, Hurricane, F.W.190, Harvard, ME109, Wildcat, Tempest, Mustang, Gannet and Corsair may omit undercarriage and supporting structure.

· 3 flights to 30, 60 and 90 second rising maximums plus unlimited fly-off.

· No reserve models but entrant may fly a second  model for no additional fee.  Placings for both models will be recorded but only the best placing will count for the allocation of awards.

BMFA Classic Glider/Rubber/Power Free Flight Duration Rules 2006

1. A Classic model must be built in accordance with a design that was published or kitted between 1st January 1951 and 30th December 1960. (January 1961 magazines are accepted as being published in 1960.)

2. BMFA Free Flight Rules 3.18.2 and 3.18.3 apply, the applicable dates being as given above. In addition the following also apply:

· Glider model tow hooks must be constructed in accordance with designs published   

         prior to 30th December 1960.

· Rubber model propeller hubs must be constructed in accordance with designs published prior to 30th December 1960.   Propellers must be of the type shown on the plan (e.g. folding or freewheeling) and the prop blank dimensions must be as shown on the plan.

· Folding propellers and/or mechanical (friction) engine brakes cannot be used on Power models.

· Any trim changing devices must be constructed in accordance with the plan.  In the case of  Glider Auto Rudders, as permitted by Rule 3.18.3, these must be constructed in accordance with designs published prior to 30th December 1960.

3. Glider launching must be in accordance with Rule 3.1.5.1 with a towline length of 75 metres.

4. The maximum engine run allowed from the moment of release of Power models is 12 seconds.

N.B. These Classic rules are only applicable at present to the 2006 Free Flight Nationals where there will be one combined class, and to the East Anglian Summer Classic and Vintage meeting on 12/13 August 2006, where there will be separate Glider, Rubber and Power classes . They are experimental rules only and for the purposes of evaluating ‘Classic’ classes. They do not constitute an addition to the BMFA Free Flight rule book.
